~ Today’s Message

“Became Like Us, To Save Us”
Scripture text: Hebrews 2:5-18




Hebrews 2:13-16 And again, "l will put my trust in
him." And again, "Behold, | and the children God has
given me." Since therefore the children share in flesh
and blood, he himself likewise partook of the same
things, that through death he might destroy the one
who has the power of death, that is, the devil, and
deliver all those who through fear of death were
subject to lifelong slavery. For surely it is not angels
that he helps, but he helps the offspring of Abraham.

John 1:14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt
among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the
only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.




Philippians 2:4-8 Let each of you look not only
to his own interests, but also to the interests of
others. Have this mind among yourselves,
which is yours in Christ Jesus, who, though he
was in the form of God, did not count equality
with God a thing to be grasped, but made
himself nothing, taking the form of a servant,
being born in the likeness of men. And being
found in human form, he humbled himself by
becoming obedient to the point of death, even
death on a cross.




1 Corinthians 15:1-4 Now | would remind you,
brothers, of the gospel | preached to you, which you
received, in which you stand, and by which you are
being saved, if you hold fast to the word | preached
to you--unless you believed in vain. For | delivered to
you as of first importance what | also received: that
Christ died for our sins in accordance with the
Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on
the third day in accordance with the Scriptures,

Romans 1:16 For | am not ashamed of the gospel,
for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone
who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.




Romans 6:19-23 | am speaking in human terms,
because of your natural limitations. For just as you
once presented your members as slaves to impurity
and to lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so
now present your members as slaves to righteousness
leading to sanctification. For when you were slaves of
sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. But
what fruit were you getting at that time from the
things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of
those things is death. But now that you have been
set free from sin and have become slaves of God, the
fruit you get leads to sanctification and its end,
eternal life. For the wages of sin is death, but the
free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.




Genesis 3:1-5 Now the serpent was more crafty than
any other beast of the field that the LORD God had
made. He said to the woman, "Did God actually say,
'You shall not eat of any tree in the garden'?" And
the woman said to the serpent, "We may eat of the
fruit of the trees in the garden, but God said, 'You
shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the
midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest
you die."" But the serpent said to the woman, "You
will not surely die. For God knows that when you eat
of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like
God, knowing good and evil."



Genesis 3:6 So when the woman saw that the tree
was good for food, and that it was a delight to the
eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one
wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave
some to her husband who was with her, and he ate.

Genesis 3:9-12 But the LORD God called to the man
and said to him, "Where are you?" And he said, "I
heard the sound of you in the garden, and | was afraid,
because | was naked, and | hid myself." He said, "Who
told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the
tree of which | commanded you not to eat?" The man
said, "The woman whom you gave to be with me, she
gave me fruit of the tree, and | ate.”




Genesis 3:14-17 The LORD God said to the serpent,
"Because you have done this, cursed are you above all
livestock and above all beasts of the field; on your belly
vou shall go, and dust you shall eat all the days of your
life. | will put enmity between you and the woman, and
between your offspring and her offspring; he shall
bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel." To the
woman he said, "l will surely multiply your pain in
childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children. Your
desire shall be for your husband, and he shall rule over
you." And to Adam he said, "Because you have listened to
the voice of your wife and have eaten of the tree of which
| commanded you, 'You shall not eat of it,' cursed is the
ground because of you; in pain you shall eat of it all the
days of your life;



Genesis 3:22-24 Then the LORD God said, "Behold,
the man has become like one of us in knowing good
and evil. Now, lest he reach out his hand and take also
of the tree of life and eat, and live forever--“ therefore
the LORD God sent him out from the garden of Eden
to work the ground from which he was taken. He
drove out the man, and at the east of the garden of
Eden he placed the cherubim and a flaming sword
that turned every way to guard the way to the tree
of life.

This is what is commonly called “The Fall of Man” or
“Original Sin”, because of what happen here,
mankind needs a Redeemer!



John 10:7-12 So Jesus again said to them, "Truly,
truly, | say to you, | am the door of the sheep. All
who came before me are thieves and robbers, but the
sheep did not listen to them. | am the door. If anyone
enters by me, he will be saved and will go in and out
and find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and
kill and destroy. | came that they may have life and
have it abundantly. | am the good shepherd. The
good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. He
who is a hired hand and not a shepherd, who does
not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and leaves
the sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and
scatters them.




1 Peter 5:6-11 Humble yourselves, therefore, under
the mighty hand of God so that at the proper time
he may exalt you, casting all your anxieties on him,
because he cares for you. Be sober-minded; be
watchful. Your adversary the devil prowls around like
a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour. Resist
him, firm in your faith, knowing that the same kinds
of suffering are being experienced by your
brotherhood throughout the world. And after you
have suffered a little while, the God of all grace, who
has called you to his eternal glory in Christ, will
himself restore, confirm, strengthen, and establish
you. To him be the dominion forever and ever. Amen.




Hebrews 2:17-18 Therefore he had to be made like
his brothers in every respect, so that he might
become a merciful and faithful high priest in the
service of God, to make propitiation for the sins of
the people. For because he himself has suffered when
tempted, he is able to help those who are being
tempted.

Matthew 24:21-22 For then there will be great
tribulation, such as has not been from the beginning
of the world until now, no, and never will be. And if
those days had not been cut short, no human being
would be saved. But for the sake of the elect those
days will be cut short.




Romans 8:30-34 And those whom he predestined he
also called, and those whom he called he also
justified, and those whom he justified he also
glorified. What then shall we say to these things? If
God is for us, who can be against us? He who did not
spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will
he not also with him graciously give us all things?
Who shall bring any charge against God's elect? It is
God who justifies. Who is to condemn? Christ Jesus
is the one who died--more than that, who was
raised--who is at the right hand of God, who indeed
is interceding for us.




John 14:2-7 In my Father's house are many rooms. If
it were not so, would | have told you that | go to
prepare a place for you? And if | go and prepare a
place for you, | will come again and will take you to
myself, that where | am you may be also. And you
<now the way to where | am going." Thomas said to
nim, "Lord, we do not know where you are going.
How can we know the way?" Jesus said to him, "l am
the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to
the Father except through me. If you had known me,
you would have known my Father also. From now on
you do know him and have seen him."




Matthew 7:18-23 A healthy tree cannot bear bad
fruit, nor can a diseased tree bear good fruit. Every
tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and
thrown into the fire. Thus you will recognize them by
their fruits. "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord,
Lord," will enter the kingdom of heaven, but the one
who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. On
that day many will say to me, 'Lord, Lord, did we not
prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in your
name, and do many mighty works in your name?' And
then will | declare to them, 'l never knew you; depart
from me, you workers of lawlessness.'

Revelation 12:11 And they have conquered him by
the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their
testimony, for they loved not their lives even unto
death.



2 Timothy 1:6-10 For this reason | remind you to fan
into flame the gift of God, which is in you through the
laying on of my hands, for God gave us a spirit not of
fear but of power and love and self-control.
Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony about
our Lord, nor of me his prisoner, but share in
